Teams love the grand finale — a wild
building event called “Bridge Over Chocolate Waters,” which
has the teams using chocolate bars, candy, and frosting to craft
a bridge structure!

It takes more than engineering skill to craft the bridge — not
only do they have to pass a weight test, but the teams are
judges on overall style. True leadership and communication
skills are highlighted as participants work together to solve
their challenges. For an added flair, we can add a collaborative
element to the program in having teams create different
buildings (like a chocolate neighborhood) or other items that
show how creativity can be networked. And, yes, snacking on
the building supplies can be allowed!

PROGRAM LENGTH:

Approximately 2 - 3 hours

GROUP SIZE:

8-500

TEAM SIZE:

6 - 8 people per team

SPACE REQUIREMENTS:

Large indoor space with a table for every team,
and a seat for every participant. We also use a
couple of rectangular banquet tables at the front
or center of the room for supplies. (25 sq ft per
person is a good estimation for most venues).

TRAINING/DEBRIEF:

We can easily incorporate this event into a
full-day of team building activities or alongside
work-style assessments such as DiSC.
